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Rhema Theatre – On Tuesday we had a wonderful performance of the 
Easter story from the Rhema Theatre.  You would not have believed it 
was possible to communicate the story so well with just three actors, a 
few props and some backing boards but it was riveting.  The children 
were totally gripped by the events unfolding; we are fortunate to have 
been given the opportunity to watch it. 
 
Start of the day - Having said that we were continuing the 8.40am 
door opening for the Infant department, we are finding that the system 
simply is not working.  Parents are arriving from 8.20am and are 
irritated that they can not come in and far too many parents are trying 
to come into school in the morning.  In order to ensure the security of 

the children, we can not allow this.  Therefore for the second half of the year we will be 
supervising the infant playground from 8.40am and ringing the bell for the children to line up 
at 8.50am.  You do not need to wait with your children until they go into class, they will be 
supervised in the playground if you are dropping them off at 8.40am, just as they are at 
playtime. 
 
We have staff available to help the infant children to come into school and hang up their 
coats.  Parents do not need to follow them into school to do this.  The children are also quite 
capable of putting their reading book away. 
 
If you arrive after the other children have gone into school, please take your child to the front 
door and sign them into the late register.  This is the only way that we can guarantee to know 
who is in school, as the class register may have already been sent down to the office.  As 
the teachers take their classes into school, the outside doors will be locked.  Please do not 
bang on the door to encourage children to open it for you, for obvious reasons. 
 
The teachers will come out into the playground to collect their classes.  If you need to have a 
quick word, you will be able to speak to them then.  Mrs White’s class  should line up in the 
infant playground and she will collect them from there.
