policies, to introduce more creative and interactive learning opportunities and to maintain the 
outstanding level of learning and teaching in the school.  He was particularly impressed with 
the confident and articulate responses given to him during his meeting with the school 
council and chatting to younger children whilst having his lunch.  Finally (and the icing on the 
cake) he said that he had never encountered such focused children.  Straight after a lively 
assembly and playtime, they were settled, listening well and concentrating fully. 

This was just a normal day for us and it is rewarding that someone from outside the school 
can see both the level of excellent learning and teaching going on as a matter of course 
every day and the total commitment of staff.
